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A Young Hero can be defined in many ways, but
to those who know them they are exceptional stu-
dents who devote their time, talents, and energy
to make a difference! Now in its 23rd year, the
LPB Louisiana Young Hero Awards, in partner-
ship with the Rotary Club of Baton Rouge, annu-
ally honors students in grades 7-12 who excel in
the classroom, serve their local communities, and
sometimes demonstrate great personal courage in
overcoming adversity.

Nominations are now being accepted for our
2018 Louisiana Young Heroes!

awards. Previous winners are not eligible. The
deadline for entries is February 12, 2018.
Win-ners will be announced on LPB’s weekly
news and public affairs program Louisiana the
State We’re In and Ipb.org on February 16,
2018. Lou-isiana Young Heroes Day will be
April 9, 2018.(Dates subject to change.) The
Young Heroes will be treated to a day full of
activities including breakfast at LPB’s studios,
lunch at the Gover-nor’s Mansion, and a
number of surprises. The day will culminate
with a banquet that night in Baton Rouge.
